SEC. 3. CONTRACTING IMPROVEMENTS.

(a) CONTRACTING OPPORTUNITIES.—Section
31(b)(2)(B) of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C.
657a(b)(2)(B)) is amended by striking “shall” and insert-
ing “may”’.

(b) CONTRACTING GOALS.—Section 15(g)(1) of the
Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 644(2)(1)) is amended in
the fourth sentence by inserting “and subcontract’” after
“not less than 3 percent of the total value of all prime
contract”.

(¢) MENTOR-PROTEGE PROGRAMS.—The Adminis-
trator may establish mentor-protege programs for small
business concerns owned and controlled by service-disabled
veterans, small business concerns owned and controlled by
women, and HUBZone small business concerns modeled

on the mentor-protege program of the Administration for
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I small business concerns participating in programs under

2 section 8(a) of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 637(a)).
